It’s a jungle out there. Everyone wants to get on the ‘Natural’

bandwagon, or to divert our attention from it. A few years ago I

was horrified to learn that the gel in disposable nappies

contained a chemical which could simulate a sex hormone and was

associated with gender changes in fish. This in a product marketed

as ‘protecting delicate skin’ and ‘kindest for your baby.’ Now we see

more subtlety, in claims that a garment is ‘100% natural cotton,’ by

which is meant that no non-cotton thread is used. This ignores the

fact that each strand may be impregnated with toxic dyes,

formaldehyde to reduce wrinkling, and permanent glow-in-the-light

brighteners. Also that it has almost certainly been through a growing

process using ten times the average rate of pesticide spray, a portion

of which remains as residue in the garment you purchase and all of

which has been responsible for the deaths of thousands of

landworkers yearly, including children.

Now is a time to call for sanity. I am proud of the fact that we

were first in the UK with Organic nappies and underwear,

and have from the beginning actively supported the

International Natural Textile Association (InNaTex). This is an

association in the true sense of the word, encouraging industry-wide

co-operation amongst growers, manufacturers, and retailers. The

InNaTex certification assures you of a safe garment -- all cotton is

Organically grown, pesticides and herbicides are prohibited, and

samples are periodically tested for toxic contamination of all types.

This includes formaldehyde, which is conventionally used in both

cotton and silk production and has been found to aggravate skin

conditions such as eczema. Dyes, when used, are free of heavy

metals and other harmful substances.

The thread used to make the garment you buy can be traced

right back to the growers. Environmental standards must be

observed at all stages, even including wastewater, and Fair

Trade guidelines guarantee a good wage for the hard work done on

our behalf. A number of our items are produced with the express aim

of introducing Organic methods to the local community by setting

up grassroots control of the means of production.



About nappies
As the closest item of clothing that your baby wears, nappy choice is
important. You now have the opportunity to create the purest and
most beautifully fitting nappy designed for your baby’s comfort and
health. When making the decision to use a washable nappy system
for your baby, you have probably already discovered the alarming
facts about the so-called ‘disposable’ nappy industry (see facts
below, if not). More importantly you need to know that the system
you decide on is:

effective - you want a leak-free, adaptable system which responds
to you and your baby’s needs.

comfortable for baby - neatly fitting but not restrictive, only
breathable natural materials next to baby’s skin, free from chemical
treatments of any kind.

simple to use - easy to wash and quick to dry, the nappies can be
machine washed and air dry in just a few hours.

affordable - the wraparound nappy system costs less than £290
from birth to toilet training, just £1.90 a week. Compare that to the
£1000 that disposables will cost over the same period! And your next
baby’s nappies are virtually free. With the money you save you can
treat yourself to a nice holiday, or a new wardrobe.

As with all new things, time and practice will soon make you an
expert. We are confident in saying that once technique is mastered,
you will find no other nappies able to offer you and your baby the
best, as these nappies can.

To nappy your baby . . .
Over the years I have researched the field, spoken to many mothers, fathers, and carers, and
used washable nappies on our own children. Most will agree that a three piece system works
best for both comfort and ease of washing. This allows for your choice of Nappy style, Liner,
and Waterproof cover. All of my nappies are made of pure Organic Cotton for the best
absorbency and hygiene, and designed for the most comfortable fit while accommodating
a wide range of baby shapes and sizes. I suggest you buy enough for two days, plus one day
in the wash. For most babies this will be 15 to 18 nappies and 15 to 18 cotton liners.

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H   Silk Protector

Place the silk protector right on your
baby’s skin as the innermost liner in
cases of nappy rash. The protein in
the raw silk fibres acts to neutralise
skin flare-ups. The same material is
used in our nursing pads for sore
nipples.

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I like to give my customers a choice.
Put simply, I offer wool or breathable
man-made fibre. There is no such thing

as a pure cotton cover; any cotton nappy cover must rely on a chemical coating to make it waterproof. All of
my wool is grown and processed without the use of chemicals or dips.

If you are happy with wool, I can heartily recommend the Felted Covers: they are shaped like your baby, are
100% waterproof --- you can cup the material in your hand and hold water in it --- and need washing only
once every three weeks. Because wool is fully breatheable, your baby will not overheat as from plastic pants.
Because your baby’s skin can breathe through wool covers, it is less likely you will experience nappy rash. The
velcro tapes mean an adjustable fit. You can spot rinse any of our wool covers between washes. Perfect!

For the cuddliest style, try the Machine Knitted Pants. With their little leg cuffs these wool covers afford a further
barrrier to leakage at the thighs. However, they only become waterproof when you make them felt up. This is
done by giving the pants a temperature shock, I advise a 30 degree machine wash to get them going
(handwash from then on). My sizing allows for the shinkage you can expect from this process.

If you have the time, or a devoted family member, you can Knit your Own pants to obtain a slightly thicker,
more waterproof version of the Machine Knitted Pants. If you don’t have either, I supply individually Hand Knitted
Pants by a lady in Gloucester.

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Nappy rash,
the fear of many washable nappy
users, has a greatly exaggerated
reputation. Despite what paper nappy
companies would like you to think
there is no greater risk of rash if you
are washing your nappies! Make sure
you use an eco-friendly laundry soap
like Bio-D, Sonnett, or Ecover, and that
your machine has a good rinse cycle.
Nappy rash is caused by bacteria
which thrive the longer you leave a
nappy on your baby. So to prevent it,
change regularly, about every 3 to 4
hours. If you’re experiencing success
you might even leave the nappy on
for longer providing there’s no poo. If
your baby does get rash you can
treat it by lettting her go without a
nappy for best air circulation and then
apply a barrier cream (Weleda works
well). When changing, use warm
water followed by a pure oil (baby or
cooking oil are fine). If you’re
breastfeeding, watch your own diet:
many fruit juices, especially acidic
ones, have been known to provoke
nappy rash.

To check out what this means in practice, I used a Tie nappy with two
Brushed cotton liners and one Muslin liner inside a Felted Cover for our
youngest’s 15-hour sleep. In the morning, the bedding was dry. The
nappy, sopping wet. Now why would anyone need to put their baby’s
bottom in a plastic bag with cellulose pulp and ‘staydry’ chemicals?

Our nappies and covers come with full instructions for use and care.

All of our products also include free unlimited telephone support.

Putting it all together:
how to use a tie nappy

Using your nappies for the first time

When you receive your package you will be delighted at the
soft feel and the lovely smell of the nappies. To get them
absorbing well you need to wash them before use, with a
non-biological detergent and without fabric conditioners. This
will remove the natural vegetable fats without placing
anything in the way of the cotton’s natural ability to hold water.
Your nappies will continue to improve for the next 3 washes,
but if you are trying them out don’t launder more than you
need as you cannot return washed items.

Trial Pack --- free nappies
I am so confident you will like the wraparound nappy that I am actually giving
it away! Just choose the waterproof cover you would like to buy, and I will
make you a Trial Pack with a free wraparound nappy and free cotton liner. I will
also toss in a silk liner for you to try if nappy rash should ever occur.

Your choice of underclothing should be guided by the knowledge that little
ones cannot yet adequately regulate their own internal temperature, and are in all
ways very, very open to the sights and sounds, light, heat and cold of the immediate
environment. You will notice when your baby reacts to jarring sensations or sudden
changes, and try to minimise them by choosing clothes for their protective qualities,
and toys which give harmonious experiences. I always advise if you are going to get
one item of clothing from the catalogue make it a bonnet. Your baby loses most of
its body heat through the head, energy that is needed for growing and organising its
tiny complex body. Remember where your baby has come from!
